Pope Francis prays for the end of the pandemic. 
As you are aware, Pope Francis has requested that during the month of May the  
intercession of Our Lady be invoked to bring an end to the pandemic.  He has invited all 
of us to pray the Rosary for those who have been affected by COVID-19. 
 
Throughout the month of May, selected Marian Shrines from all parts of the world will 
unite in prayer of supplication for this purpose.  Thirty Marian Shrines, including the 
International Shrine at Knock, have been chosen to lead this prayer and provide the  
faithful with an opportunity to participate in this “communion of supplication” 
 
The Holy Father has specified a particular daily intention for each Shrine. The faithful 
are encouraged to participate, mindful of health regulations in force at present. 
 
On Monday 10th May, at the Shrine of Our Lady of Knock, the intention for the prayer 
will be: ‘For All People With Disabilities’.  Beginning at 5.00pm, The Rosary will be 
recited and will be streamed on the Knock Shrine website 
https://www.knockshrine.ie/watch-live and on Knock Facebook page.
