Anointing of the Sick: There will be no house calls (including First Fr iday 

calls) at this time. Priests will phone and pray with the sick or housebound. 

 

Baptisms: Baptisms and Marr iages are not to be celebrated until fur ther  

notice. Where parents are anxious about the health of a child, they are advised to 

bless the child with a crucifix or their own hand and the priest may pray with 

them over the phone or via Skype or some similar communications mode. 

 

Confessions:   Individual Confessions are not now possible. People are  

reminded of the longstanding pastoral practice, when penitent’s access to the  

Sacrament of Reconciliation is restricted, that they can be assured that their sins 

are forgiven if they make an act of contrition with a firm resolve to approach the 

Sacrament of Reconciliation after the stay at home orders are lifted. Pope Francis 

has spoken on this in recent days and it is in line with the Catechism of the  

Catholic Church. 

Message from Bishop Larry: 

‘In this Easter season we listen to the Word of God as it is           

proclaimed from the Acts of the Apostles.  We hear it as an Easter 

people, filled with hope and assured of Christ’s eternal and loving 

presence among us.  Just like the disciples, we too are asked to pray, 

to be with each other and to witness to Jesus ‘to the ends of the 

earth’ (Acts 1:8).  Our future is in the hands of God.  God’s plan is 

made known to us through the power of prayer.  That is why I once 

again ask you all to pray for our world; that this pandemic will pass, 

that people will be healed, that the bereaved will be comforted, that 

frontline workers will be strengthened and blessed, that leaders    

everywhere will make wise decisions and that the entire Church 

may be renewed in its mission to love and serve the Lord.         

Please do remember me in your prayers too as I will pray for you.’
