TODAY IS WORLD COMMUNICATIONS DAY. The theme this year is
about life becoming history through the stories we tell. The theme is drawn from
the Book of Exodus; ‘That you may tell your children and grandchildren’

Our own story becomes
part of a greater story — just like the Scriptures — that enables us to see God in all
things.
