An Awakening World

We have entered a time of global crisis. We live surrounded, almost suffocat-
ed, by the debris of our dying civilisation. The last centuries’ belief in dual-
ism and separation, with its focus on rational thought, brought great scientific
and material progress but it also created a life-denying split between spirit and
matter. It banished God to heaven and stripped the Earth of its sacredness.
Now, all reverence for our own bodies and the body of the Earth lost, we
are systematically plundering and polluting our world, destroying the very
ecosystem we depend upon for survival. Steeped in materialism, we have
forgotten why we are here. We have created a physical and spiritual waste-
land, and our own souls and the soul of the world are starving.

There is a tradition that this era of separation will be followed by an era of
oneness, in which the simple awareness of divine presence will be given back
to humanity, and the divine will once again return to everyday life. If we
look closely, we can see amid the destruction the hints of something new, the
seeds of a global consciousness, a deep awareness that we are all one people,
part of an organically interrelated living system. And within that awareness,
another consciousness is awakening, a primal knowing of the oneness that
belongs to life and is a direct expression of the divine.
