
Lifting of Restrictions in Northern Ireland 

As most of you are probably aware the COVID level 5 restrictions will be eased in 
Northern Ireland from 26th March, which means that Mass can be celebrated in St.   
Macartan’s Church, Aghadrumsee.  This, however, does not apply to the Republic of 
Ireland where level 5 restrictions remain in place and thus celebration of Sacraments in 
Clones and Connons remain closed to the public.   

We are hoping to install a webcam in St. Macartan’s so that people will be able to access 
Mass and Liturgies online.  As people will be allowed to attend ceremonies during Holy 
Week in St. Macartan’s (from the Fermanagh part of parish only) we will be broadcast-
ing the ceremonies from there for Easter.  As was the case at Christmas, numbers will be 
limited: so we would like to invite you to apply for whichever ceremony you would like 
to attend and there will be a lottery system of allocation.  Applications can be made by

Please do not apply if you are not in the Fermanagh part of the Parish; it is still vital that 
we continue to adhere to the Covid restrictions as set down by the Government and the 
HSE.
